The lichen flora of Morocco has been the subject of two relatively recent checklists; that of Egea published in 1996 
included 1,100 taxa, which was increased to 1,211 in 2013 by Ajaj and his collaborators. As a result of recent field-
work, a detailed survey of herbarium catalogues, and the significant number of changes in nomenclature that have 
occurred since these two publications, an updated checklist consisting of 1287 taxa (1237 lichens and 50 lichenicolous 
and allied fungi) was necessary.

Die Flechtenflora von Marokko war Gegenstand zweier relativ neuzeitlicher Checklisten; jene von Egea, im Jahre 
1996 veröffentlicht, enthielt 1.100 Taxa, was im Jahre 2013 durch Ajaj und Mitarbeiter auf 1.211 erhöht wurde. 
Als Ergebnis neuerer Geländearbeiten, detaillierten Studiums von Herbariumskatalogen und der signifikanten Zahl 
nomenklatorischer Veränderungen seit diesen zwei Veröffentlichungen wurde ein akzualisierte Checkliste nötig, die 
1.287 Taxa (1.237 Flechten und 50 lichenicole und assoziierte Pilze) enthält.

Introduction
As part of a survey to provide a consolidated checklist of lichens for all the countries of North 
Africa, it was deemed necessary to update and complete the existing data on the lichen flora 
of Morocco, which remains like those of all other North African countries relatively unknown. 
A brief summary of the history of lichenological exploration of the country is presented which 
pays tribute to the main lichenologists and collectors.
The lichen flora of Morocco has been studied for nearly 150 years. The earliest investiga-
tions depended on visiting scientists who recorded and collected various groups of organisms, 
including lichens, that were submitted to specialists for identification. In this way, J. Müller 
Argovensis, the eminent Swiss lichenologist, was the first to report lichens from the country 
by identifying specimens collected by his compatriot J. J. Brun who was a specialist in diatoms 
(Müller 1879, 1883). Other important contributions were similarly made between 1905 and 
1930 by several lichenologists, namely M. Bouly de Lesdain, A. Hue, C. J. Pitard, J. Maheu, 
A. Gillet and O. Szatala, on material gathered by several collectors such as M. Mouret, M. 
Vaucher, G. Buchet, P. Font Quer, R. Maire, L.-M. Emberger, E. Jahandiez, G. Andreánsky, 
J. Gattefossé, R. Nordhagen, J. Lid, G. Samuelsson, G. Olivier and G. Degelius. For detailed
