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Abstract: van den Boom, P. P. G. & Elix, J. A. 2022. New records of buellioid (Caliciaceae, Ascomycota) and 
Rinodina lichens (Physciaceae, Ascomycota) from the Caribbean and Ecuador. – Herzogia 35: 630 – 635.
We report 18 species in the genera Amandinea, Buellia, Orcularia and Rinodina, recorded from several areas in 
the Neotropics, including Bonaire, Curaçao and Saint Lucia in the Caribbean and Ecuador from continental South 
America. The new combination Amandinea yaucoensis (Vain.) Elix & van den Boom is proposed. 

Zusammenfassung: van den Boom, P. P. G. & Elix, J. A. 2022. Neunachweise von buellioiden Flechten (Caliciaceae, 
Ascomycota) und Rinodina-Arten (Physciaceae, Ascomycota) aus der Karibik und Ecuador. – Herzogia 35: 630 – 635.
Wir berichten über 18 Arten der Gattungen Amandinea, Buellia, Orcularia und Rinodina, die aus mehreren Gebieten 
in den Neotropen erfasst wurden, darunter Bonaire, Curaçao und St. Lucia in der Karibik und Ecuador aus dem 
kontinentalen Südamerika. Die neue Kombination Amandinea yaucoensis (Vain.) Elix & van den Boom wird vorge-
schlagen.
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Introduction
As result of our investigation of a number of buellioid and Rinodina lichens collected in the 
Neotropics, more particuarly from the Caribbean and South America, we identified eighteen 
species based on their morphology and chemistry. Collections were made in four main areas, 
from mainland Ecuador in 2016, from the Caribbean island of Bonaire, an island municipality 
of the Netherlands in 2018, the Caribbean island Country of Curaçao in 2018 and from the 
Caribbean island of Saint Lucia in 2020.

In her checklist of lichens from Ecuador, Cevallos (2012) recorded 14 buellioid lichens 
(6 Amandinea, 1 Baculifera, 2 Buellia, 3 Cratiria, 2 Gassicurtia) but no Rinodina species. 
There are presently no lichen checklists for the Caribbean islands of Bonaire and Curaçao, 
nor any paper about lichens collected from these islands. The checklist of lichens from Saint 
Lucia recorded 2 Amandinea, 2 Buellia, 2 Cratiria and 1 Hafellia (Buellia s. str.) species but 
no Rinodina species (Fox & Cullen 2014). Although a recent paper on Rinodina from the 
Galapagos Island (Ecuador) listed many specimens (>150) and treated fourteen species, it 
cited only one collection from mainland Ecuador, R. colobinoides (Bungartz et al. 2016). 

Here we report 18 species (30 specimens) belonging to Amandinea, Buellia, Orcularia and 
Rinodina, 5 from Bonaire, 2 from Curaçao, 4 from St Lucia and 7 from mainland Ecuador.
