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New and remarkable bryophyte species for Slovenia

During the recent field study in the Pohorje region in the northern part of Slovenia, we discovered five bryophyte 
taxa that have been recorded in Slovenia for the first time. Two of them are liverworts Calypogeia sphagnicola and 
Cephaloziella spinigera. The remaining three are moss species Campylopus pilifer var. brevirameus, Sphagnum divi-
num, and Sphagnum medium. Furthermore, we have identified 12 taxa, the distribution of which in Slovenia is poorly 
understood. These taxa are either rare, known from old records, or new to the studied region.

Bei einer kürzlich durchgeführten Feldstudie in der Region Pohorje im Norden Sloweniens fanden wir fünf Moosarten, 
die zum ersten Mal in Slowenien nachgewiesen wurden. Zwei davon sind Lebermoose: Calypogeia sphagnicola und 
Cephaloziella spinigera und drei sind Laubmoose: Campylopus pilifer var. brevirameus, Sphagnum divinum und 
Sphagnum medium. Darüber hinaus stellen wir 12 Taxa vor, deren Verbreitung in Slowenien nur unzureichend bekannt 
ist, die entweder selten, aus alten Aufzeichnungen bekannt oder neu für die untersuchte Region sind.
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Introduction
Slovenia has one of the richest bryophyte floras in Europe, comprising 3 species of hornworts, 
169 liverworts, and 669 moss species (Hodgetts & Lockhart 2020). Still, 20 % of bryophyte 
species are categorised as data deficient in the National Red List (Martinčič 2016). Increased 
attention to Slovenia’s bryophyte flora has led to the discovery of several species whose pres-
ence was previously unknown in the country (for example, Martinčič 2018, 2020, 2022, 
Strgulc Krajšek et al. 2021, Ellis et al. 2022). However, there are still regions in Slovenia 
and specific habitats that remain less extensively investigated.

One such area is Pohorje, a mountainous region in the northeastern part of Slovenia. It is a 
part of the alpine phytogeographical region. The bryophyte flora of Pohorje was relatively 
well-inventoried at the end of the 19th and beginning of the 20th century. During this period, 
Reichardt (1864), Breidler (1891, 1894), Głowacki (1908, 1914), and Pichler (1928, 
1931) conducted explorations in this area. Floristic data from the last 60 years are primarily  
the result from the extensive work carried out by Martinčič (for example, Martinčič 2003a, 
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
