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Four new records of the lichen genus Fissurina from China

Based on morphological, anatomical and chemical study of lichen material collected in Guizhou, Hainan, Fujian and 
Guangxi provinces of China, four species of Fissurina (Graphidaceae), i.e. F. duplomarginata, F. lumbschiana, F. phu-
luangi, and F. subnitida, are reported as new records for China. Full descriptions and illustrations of each species are 
provided, followed by the comparison and discussion with the type specimens and similar species. A revised key to the 
known 24 Fissurina species from China is also provided. All specimens examined were deposited in the Fungarium 
of the College of Life Sciences, Liaocheng University (LCUF).

Basierend auf morphologischen, anatomischen und chemischen Untersuchungen von in den Provinzen Guizhou, 
Hainan, Fujian und Guangxi in China gesammeltem Flechtenmaterial werden vier Arten der Gattung Fissurina 
(Graphidaceae), nämlich F. duplomarginata, F. lumbschiana, F. phuluangi und F. subnitida, als Neunachweise aus 
China gemeldet. Ausführliche Beschreibungen und Abbildungen werden für jede Art bereitgestellt, gefolgt von ei-
nem Vergleich und einer Diskussion mit Typusexemplaren und ähnlichen Arten. Außerdem wird ein überarbeiteter 
Schlüssel zu den bekannten 24 Fissurina-Arten aus China vorgelegt. Alle untersuchten Proben wurden im Fungarium 
des College of Life Sciences der Liaocheng-Universität (LCUF) hinterlegt.
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Introduction
The lichenized fungal genus Fissurina Fée belongs to Ascomycota, Lecanoromycetes, 
Ostropales and Graphidaceae (Lumbsch et al. 2014, Miadlikowska et al. 2014). The diagnos-
tic morphological characters of the genus include a pale to yellow-brown to olive green (rarely 
whitish), mostly smooth and glossy thallus, fissurine, lirelline ascomata, and ovoid ascospores 
with a halo, transverse or muriform septation, and amyloid to non-amyloid spot reactions 
(Sharma et al. 2012, Joshi et al. 2013).

Fée established the genus with Fissurina dumastii Fée as the type species (Fée 1824) and the 
name Fissurina was used by Vainio (1921) at the subgeneric level or for sections of the genus 
Graphis Adans. by Redinger (1935) and Zahlbruckner (1923). In 1992, with the descrip-
tion of Fissurina quadrispora by Kalb and Hafellner, Fissurina was again raised to generic 
level (Kalb & Josef 1992). In 1999, Staiger and Kalb redescribed Fissurina (Staiger & Kalb 
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
