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Novelties in the liverwort flora of Bosnia and Herzegovina

The liverwort flora of Bosnia and Herzegovina is still underexplored, and this especially applies to the annual ephem-
eral species that inhabit the drawdown zones of rivers, lakes and reservoirs. Field research in the Peripannonian part of 
Bosnia and Herzegovina resulted in new and noteworthy records of liverworts. Riccia cavernosa and R. rhenana were 
recorded for the first time in the liverwort flora of Bosnia and Herzegovina. R. glauca was confirmed for Bosnia and 
Herzegovina, while new localities were found for Ricciocarpos natans. Our results contribute to a better knowledge of 
the liverwort flora of Bosnia and Herzegovina, as well as the flora and vegetation of ephemeral wetlands.

Die Lebermoosflora von Bosnien und Herzegowina ist noch immer wenig erforscht, und das gilt besonders für die 
einjährigen ephemeren Arten, die in den Uferwasserspiegelabsenkungszonen von Flüssen, Seen und Stauseen le-
ben. Feldforschungen im peripannonischen Teil von Bosnien und Herzegowina erbrachten neue und bemerkenswerte 
Nachweise von Lebermoosen. Riccia cavernosa und R. rhenana wurden zum ersten Mal in der Lebermoosflora 
von Bosnien und Herzegowina nachgewiesen. R. glauca wurde für Bosnien und Herzegowina bestätigt, während 
für Ricciocarpos natans neue Fundorte gefunden wurden. Unsere Ergebnisse tragen zu einer besseren Kenntnis der 
Lebermoosflora von Bosnien und Herzegowina sowie der Flora und Vegetation von ephemeren Feuchtgebieten bei.
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Introduction
The beginning of bryological research in Bosnia and Herzegovina dates back to the middle 
of the 19th century (Kummer & Sendtner 1849, Pavletić 1955, Grgić 1985). However, 
although these researches have been going on for more than 170 years, they are characterized 
by sporadicity and significantly longer periods when they did not take place at all. The politi-
cal instability of this part of Europe certainly contributed to this, as well as the lack of local 
bryologists. In many ways, bryological research was incidental and mostly took place during 
the research of vascular plants (Pavletić 1955, Grgić 1985). The bryophyte flora of Bosnia 
and Herzegovina is still largely unexplored. However, research conducted in the last decade 
resulted in new and noteworthy national records (Ellis et al. 2016, 2021a, b, Pantović et al. 
2016, 2022, 2023).
